NORFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL proposes to make a Temporary Traffic Order affecting the 1) A149 Caister Bypass from its junction with the C483 Norwich Road for a distance 400 metres southwards; 2) A149 Norwich Road from its junction with the A1064 Main Road to its junction with the C283 Norwich Road; 3) C643 Jack Chase Way from its junction with the A149 Norwich Road for a distance of 420 metres northwards; 4) C483 Norwich Road from its junction with the A149 Norwich Road for a distance of 110 metres eastwards in the PARISH OF CAISTER-ON-SEA because of carriageway resurfacing works.
The roads will be temporarily closed (except for access) from 09:00 hours on 29th February 2020 to 06:00 hours on 2nd March 2020 for the duration of the works, expected to be 3 days within the period.

Alternative route – (3) C643 Jack Chase Way to (4) C483 Norwich Road: Jack Chase Way, Ormesby Road, Norwich Road (West Caister, Caister-on-Sea, Filby, Halvergate, Fleggburgh, Mautby, Acle).
(If necessary the restriction could run for a maximum period of 18 months from the date of the Order).

Penalty: £1000 maximum fine on conviction and/or endorsement for contravention.
