Temporary Restriction of Traffic Movement

Norfolk County Council, HEREBY GIVE NOTICE that to facilitate the Halvergate —
Armistice Day Service have made a Traffic Order, the effect of which will be to
temporarily restrict vehicular traffic on the C434 Sandhole Lane from the junction
of the C434 Marsh Road to the junction of the C436 Mill Road, in Halvergate
(“the Road”) in the PARISH of Halvergate.

The Order will come into effect on Sunday 13" November 2022 and will remain in force
for 35 mins. The road(s) will be temporarily restricted (except for emergency and
pedestrian access) on Sunday 13th November 2022 between 10:40 hrs and 11:15 hrs
and traffic over the road(s) will be temporarily restricted (except for access) on Sunday
13" November 2022 between 10:40 hrs and 11:15 hrs for the duration of the
Halvergate Armistice Day Service. Restriction on traffic will only be enforced until
normal traffic flow can be maintained.

Where appropriate during the period of the closure temporary suspension of existing
permanent Traffic Orders may be imposed.

Alternative route will be via: Traffic can turn down Bakers Road and carry on down
Wickhampton Road. Also, from the other end, traffic can either go along Moulton Road
or, turn back and go via Wickhmapton Road
