
MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HALVERGATE PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY 27TH JUNE AT THE PLAYING FIELD PAVILION AT 7PM
PRESENT: Cllrs C, Hanant, S, Hannant, James (Chair), Moore (Vice Chair), Williams and Frosdick

The meeting was opened by Cllr James and members of the public, councillors were welcomed.
1. Apologies for absence: Received for Cllr Reader (work commitments) proposed, seconded and unanimously resolved to accept.

Apology received from County Councillor Lana Hempsall

2. Declarations of Interest: Received from Cllr Moore Agenda item 5.7 (Clerk confirmed a dispensation to remain in the room when the matter was discussed, but not to partake or vote).

3. To adjourn the Meeting to allow for Public Participation Forum (10 minutes)

3.1 Meeting was adjourned, and a member of the public offered assistance to the PC going forward if and when required with anything to help the village, contact details were furnished to the clerk.
3.2 County Councillors Report; No report was provided.
3.3 District Councillors Report: received from Cllr Grant Nurden, who confirmed:
1. A new District Council Administration in place consisting of the Liberal Democrats, Labour and the Greens.
2. Gypsy Traveller site further consultation running from 5th June to 3rd July, A47 Burlingham junction has been removed from the consultation.

3. £500 from his ward budget is available to community projects.
4. To approve the Minutes of the last Parish Council Meeting of 18th May 2023 and the extra ordinary meeting of 21st June 202, 18th May amended to reflect that it had been agreed that a working party would look to amend and revise the policies as appropriate over the year, proposed seconded unanimously resolved. 21st June proposed, seconded unanimously approved.
5. Items for Discussion and resolution:
5.1 Dog bin, Council noted a parishioner complaint relating to a bench in close proximity to the dog bin. The clerk confirmed the bench as privately owned and that the owner does not want it moved and that the district council is unreceptive to the suggestion of moving the dog bin from it from its current position. Proposed no action required at the current time, seconded, unanimously resolved.

5.2 Replacement of burial ground bench Proposed Cllr S, Hannant to be replaced with a Gladson natural look bench in recycled plastic no seconder proposal failed.
Proposed to obtain a refurbished bench via Bench Uk at a cost of approx: £180, seconded 5 in favour motion carried.
5.3 Responsibility for maintenance of churchyard, and burial ground 
The clerk confirmed the council meet the cost of maintenance/cutting of grass and trees in both the burial ground (council owned) and the grass and trees in the churchyards at Halvergate and Tunstall, current cost £1,750 for 8 cuts a year for grass, current contractor retiring at the end of the cutting season).
Proposed the clerk to obtain further quotes for ongoing maintenance of churchyards and burial ground for grass cutting, seconded unanimously resolved.

Proposed the clerk to invite Nick Butcher as representative of the Halvergate Parochial Church Council to attend the next meeting so a discussion and better understanding of the origins of the existing arrangement for grass cutting can be ascertained and agreement reached in respect of costs associated with the maintenance of the churchyards, seconded unanimously resolved.
5.4 Administration and cost of burials The clerk confirmed the PC receives no money for any burials taking place in its burial ground to offset any costs of maintenance.
5.5 Airmen's memorial final arrangements 

Proposed a budget of £60 for and afternoon tea to be served in the Pavilion following the unveiling ceremony, seconded unanimously resolved. 

The clerk confirmed all other arrangements to be in place and gave thanks to the probation service for their help and assistance in painting the railings to the war memorial.
Proposed probation service to be invited to the memorial service and that the clerk sends a letter of thanks on behalf of the PC, seconded unanimously resolved.
5.6 Clerk PAYE and pension arrangements update The clerk confirmed help and assistance had been given by District Cllr Nurden which had enabled payment of clerk salary to be made to end of June and that a formal resolution from council would be required to formalise pension arrangements at the next meeting.
5.7 To confirm if the Council supports the Saffron Housing initiative for Social Housing Proposed that Council support the initiative, seconded unanimously resolved (concern was shown for the cascade provisions)
5.8 Trees (action required) Concern was shown for various trees overhanging pavements and highway, proposed the clerk to prepare and deliver a letter of concern to the various properties, seconded, unanimously resolved.
5.9 Approval of purchase of 3 wreathes for new war memorial by Cllr Reader £75 Proposed, seconded, unanimously resolved
5.10 Agree/ approve the cost of refreshment arrangements for war memorial dedication. (As previously resolved agenda item 5.5)
5.11 Allotments update, re possible acquisition from District Council

The clerk confirmed there are 4 allotments all let at a rent of £5 per year. Cllrs noted currently the allotments had been subject to anti-social behaviour. Proposed clerk to formally confirm the PC desire to acquire the allotments from the District Council, seconded unanimously resolved.
5.12 Scaffold boards Mill Reedham Road

Proposed clerk to try to ascertain ownership and liaise with the owners re the removal of the scaffold boards, seconded, unanimously resolved.
5.13 Overhanging branches to roads and footpaths

(As previously resolved agenda item 5.8)
5.14 Condition of styles to bridleway off Stone Road


Cllr Frosdick raised concern and confirmed he would circulate information prior to next meeting
5.15 Approval of monthly payment list
Clerk confirmed no payments to authorise and the current bank account balance to be £21,999.28
